Program

Most time should be spend on fair isle knitting: a pattern is worked with 2 colours at the same. Examples are the shawls of Christel Seyfarth and nordic sweaters. Steeks are used, which are later cut. 
Intarsia and slipped stitch knitting will be also exercised in this course.
